Primrose CourtA’sits in Primrose Valley, a seemingly private stretch of Victorian villas that rises
above Porthminster Beach to overlook St lves harbour and the Atlantic Ocean.

The lounge is furnished with engulfing wing chairs, sofa and reading lamps. An antique
chandelier once belonging to a former mining captain, dark wood floors and a light linen rug.
High end surround sound system with 32' LCD TV, YouView box with Netflix. The candles in the
fireplace can be lit to create a warm ambience by a remote from the comfort of the sofa.

Primrose Court 'A's kitchen and dining area is located within the open plan living space. Fully
equipped with washer/dryer, dishwasher, microwave (with browning grill), electric cooker and
hob with a fridge/freezer. Black granite counter tops and stainless steel appliances. Nespresso
machine and cafetiére (plunger style) for coffee.

The dining area includes a round glass table with four contemporary back fabric chairs, two of
which offer harbour and ocean views. Outside on the veranda, there is a modern eating area
for four with halogen heater, two planters with succulents, agave family evergreens and
lampranthus flowering in early summer. Sweeping views of St lves Harbour and the bay.

The master bedroom is fit for a king with Art Nouveau wardrobe and exquisitely comfortable
queen size bed. French doors leading directly onto the terrace with ocean and harbor views.
Minimalist en suite with rain shower, Philippe Starck fittings and low level LED night lighting.

The rear bedroom has a dressing area with Ralph Lauren style black dresser, zip n link beds for
flexible accommodation as twin beds or a king size. Separate bathroom with low level LED
night lighting, Italian designed sink and dark Italian stone tiling. Both bathrooms include
Molton Brown welcome toiletries.

Sleeping four, Primrose Court 'A' is well suited to couples, a small group of friends or a family of
four who want to enjoy uninterrupted sea views and close proximity to Porthminster Beach and
its highly commended Porthminster Cafe. The accommodation has room for a travel cot (can be
hired) for families with an infant.

Tate is a national institution which is a network of four galleries that is home to the
United Kingdom'’s collection of British art and international contemporary art. Set
directly above the beautiful Porthmeor beach, Tate is the perfect place to lose
yourself amongst the array of creative inspirations, browse the shop for a keepsake
piece to take home with you and enjoy a bite to eat in the café.

The Barbara Hepworth museum and gardens nestled within the cobbled streets of
St Ives displays the artist’s iconic modern sculptures and other artworks along with
a brief history of her creative journey and life from when she resided in the town during
the Second World War.

Harbour Galleries along The Wharf is an arcade of 7 shops that offer a range of affordable
prints, original works, sculptures, glassware and other coastal inspired artworks by local
artists.

Food
St Ives has a rich history of iconic food and drink and the town is home to some award
winning restaurants. From classic fish & chip shops sourcing locally sourched seafood to ice-
cream parlours using Cornish reared dairy products, to deli’s, bakeries, tea rooms, vegetarian
restaurants and michelin star establishments.

At the top end of fine dining experiences has to be The Ugly Butterfly in The Carbis Bay Hotel.
Ugly Butterfly showcases Chef Adam Handling’s passion for converting locally sourced, quality
ingredients into beautifully presented dishes, packed full of flavour. In keeping with both
Adam’s and the Estate’s ethos, there is a strong focus on sustainability. Ugly Butterfly offers an
all-day, fine-dining experience. Chef, Adam, has created the menus in the restaurant to be as
elevated and theatrical as at 'Frog by Adam Handling' in London's Covent Garden and uses
ingredients carefully sourced from in and around Cornwall.

The Allotment Deli stock a wide range of Cornish produce including award winning salamis,
cheeses, olives and Cornish pies. They offer plenty of vegan treats to choose from, plus a range
of speciality gluten free foods.
